Primary Source Research Log

Whether your primary sources come from the Internet or from local research, it is good to keep a research record of each piece of evidence.

Document Rights: Who owns it? Make sure to get permission to use it if it is going to be published on the web.


Physical Location: Describe where it is located and any number it might have.


Quoted Text: Use this area to transcribe handwriting or to type in important quotes. You may want to fill this section in later, using a digital image or a photocopy.
